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PASSENGER CONDUCT ON CHURCH BUS

	Passengers riding the Church Bus are under the direct supervision and

direction of the bus driver and/or sponsor of the trip, who will direct the

passengers in matters of conduct and safety.
He/she will report any

passengers misbehavior to the Church Ministries Board in writing.

	The bus driver and/or sponsor may immediately remove threatening or

violent passengers from the church bus. Family may be notified to come and

get them.

	When a passenger is reported for failure to cooperate on the bus,

appropriate disciplinary action will be taken by the Ministries Board, if

after the complaint has been investigated, and is substantiated. The bus

driver and/or sponsor shall receive written notification that disciplinary

action has been taken. If a passenger has been suspended from riding the

bus, the bus driver and/or sponsor must be notified of such. In case of

repeated failure to cooperate or serious misbehavior, the passenger will be

excluded from riding the bus for whatever period of time deemed necessary by

the Church Ministries Board. Then transportation to and from field trips/

activities becomes the responsibility of the parents/guardians/passenger.

	The Board requires the parent or guardian of any youth who damages or

destroys any part of the bus beyond normal usage to reimburse the board for

the amount of damage. This also applies to adult passengers.


	Passengers riding the bus will conduct themselves in a manner that will

not endanger the lives of other passengers through distraction of the

driver's attention or failure to comply with the driver's instructions.

	These and similar things are evidence of failure of a passenger to conduct

him/herself in a proper manner on the bus:
fighting, scuffling, loud

talking, throwing items inside or out of the bus, making remarks to people

on the road or street, failure to follow the driver's instruction or share

seats, damaging parts of the bus, use of tobacco products, distractions and

like conduct.

	If the safety or well being of other passengers are in jeopardy,

passengers who break the discipline code may be suspended from riding the

bus and/or trips/activities for an indefinite period of time.

	DISCIPLINARY PROCEDURES

	Before being punished for a violation of conduct, a passenger shall

have the right of the following due process procedures:

	1.
The passenger shall be given oral or written notice of the

charge(s) against him/her.

2.
If the passenger denies the charge(s), he/she shall be given an

explanation of the evidence against them.

3.
The passenger shall be given an opportunity to present his/her own

version of the facts concerning the charge(s).

	DISCIPLINE: The following are some of the disciplinary measures

	that may be used by the Ministries Board when

disciplining youths or adult passengers:

	1. Conference with the youth/parents.

2. Conference with the adult passenger.

3. Deniel or loss of riding privileges.

4. Denial or loss of other privileges.
